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In 1984, he began his career as a coach 
in Trinec, while pursuing his coach-
ing studies at the Charles University in 
Prague. He worked in Trinec until 1990 
and, in early 1990s, he moved to Ger-
many, where he coached for Soudhofen 
and Füssen.

After return, he worked as a  coach 
in  Olomouc (1992-93) and Vitkovice 
(1993-94) and, subsequently, he re-
turned back to Trinec (1995-99). In 
1995, he advanced with the local club 
to the Czech Extraliga, the highest-level 
league in the Czech Republic, and in 
each of the following seasons his team 
made it to the playoff s. In 1998 and 
1999, the Trinec team won silver and 
bronze, respectively.

In 2001, he won another bronze medal, 
this time with the team of Vitkovice, a re-
gional rival of Trinec, and the very next 
season his club advanced to the Czech 
Extraliga fi nals. Later on, he coached 
for HC Sparta Prague, helping the team 
win bronze medals in the 2002/03 and 

2003/04 seasons. In 2008, he returned 
as a club coach back to Vitkovice. In the 
2009/10 season, his team made it to the 
Czech Extraliga fi nals. 

At the national level, he started as coach 
of the Czech under-20 team, with which 
he won bronze medal at the 2005 World 
Championships in the United States. 
This team included players such as Da-
vid Krejčí, Rostislav Olesz or Roman 
Červenka.

In the following season, he became 
head coach of the Czech national team. 
He was in charge of the team during 
the 2006-08 period, capturing bronze 
during the 2006 Olympics in Torino and 
silver at the 2006 World Championships 
in Riga.

He returned back to the national team’s 
bench in the summer of 2010. The na-
tional team, led by Alois Hadamczik 
and assistant coach Josef Paleček, won 
bronze medal at the 2011 World Cham-
pionships in Slovakia.

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Josef Paleček started ice hockey career 
at Kolin, but moved to Pardubice at the 
age of 18 and played 12 seasons for 
the local club, winning Czech title in 
1973. During his military service, he was 
also playing for Dukla Jihlava, taking 
his league total to 451 games, scoring 
171 goals.

His scoring skills did not go unnoticed 
and Paleček was present at three World 
Championships. In 1972 at Prague, he 
helped Czechoslovakia win gold med-
als alongside Ivan Hlinka, Jiří Holeček or 
Václav Nedomanský.

Paleček started coaching in the early 
80’s as a  playing coach in Hradec Kral-
ove. After a short playing career in Aus-
tria and Germany, he switched to coach-
ing on a  full time basis. He moved up 
through the ranks of youth and junior 
teams to the helm of Pardubice senior 
squad, leading the team in three spells 
(1990-92, 1995-96 and 1999-2002). 

In the process, he also became the club’s 
sports director.

Paleček’s long career also features 
a  short career in Denmark and a  spell 
at Czech U19 national team. In 2003/04 
season, he was called up by struggling 
Liberec. It was too late to save a bad sea-
son in 2004, but the club fl ourished un-
der Paleček’s guidance in the following 
years, winning regular season of Czech 
Extraliga and bronze medals twice in 
three seasons.

In 2007, Paleček decided to leave the 
club and became Alois Hadamczik’s as-
sistant coach at the helm of Czech na-
tional team. However, just a few months 
later he returned to club coaching, ac-
cepting an off er from Karlovy Vary. In his 
very fi rst season with the club, he helped 
to rewrite local hockey history, winning 
the Czech Extraliga title in 2009. In the 
summer 2010, Paleček joined a  new 
coaching staff  of Czech national team.

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Slavomír Lener started playing hockey 
in Dobris. Hockey was not his only inte-
rest, as he was into football and tennis, 
as well. After fi nishing high school, he 
moved to study for a  coaching degree 
at Charles University in Prague under 
the guidance of the respected coach 
Vladimír Kostka.

During his military service in Jihlava, he 
helped with coaching of the local senior 
and junior teams. He had spells at Jihla-

fi nals at 1996 World Junior Champion-
ship in Boston. In 1996, Lener together 
with Luděk Bukač guided Czech senior 
team to gold medals at World Cham-
pionship in Austria, followed by two 
bronze medals in 1997 and 1998. He 
was together with Ivan Hlinka coach of 
the famous team at 1998 Olympics in 
Nagano, Japan, leading Czech Repub-
lic to the arguably biggest victory of 
their hockey history. Lener later enjoyed 
some time as a  head coach of the na-
tional team, working at 2003 and 2004 
championships in Helsinki and Prague, 
respectively.

In the meantime, his club career in Eu-
rope involved Sparta Prague (1996-98 
and 2004-05), Düsseldorf in Germany 
(2007) and a couple of clubs in Sweden 
– Lulea (2005-07) and Linköping (2008-
10).

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World Championships history

Czechoslovakia did not participate in Ice Hockey World Championships only four 
times: 1932 in Lake Placid, 1950 in London, 1951 in Paris and 1962 in Colorado 
Springs and Denver. In 1953, the national team withdrew from the champion-
ships held in Zurich and Basel. To date, the Czech Republic has participated in all 
World Championships.

Results in Finland

As regards the World Championships held in Finland, the Czechoslovak national 
team won 3 silver medals (1965, 1974, 1982) and fi nished sixth in 1991. As for the 
Czech national team, it claimed bronze in 1997 and fi nished in the fourth place in 
2003.  

Results in Sweden

As regards the World Championships held in Sweden, the Czechoslovak national 
team won one gold (1949) and 5 bronze medals (1963, 1969, 1970, 1981, 1989). In 
1954, the team fi nished in fourth place. As for the Czech national team, it fi nished 
fourth in 1995 and fi fth in 2002.  

Most successful period

The most successful decade in the history of Czech ice-hockey was 1996-2005. 
The national team won the ice-hockey tournament at the 1998 Nagano Olym-
pics and accumulated 5 gold medals at World Championships (1996, 1999, 2000, 
2001, 2005).

Golden 1970s

During the 1972-1981 decade, the Czechoslovak national team won 3 gold 
medals (1972, 1976, 1977), 4 silver medals (1974, 1975, 1978, 1979) and 2 bronze 
medals (1973, 1981) at World Championships. In addition, the team took home 
silver from the 1976 Olympics and bronze from the 1972 Olympics.

DID YOU KNOW 
THAT…
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Waiting for a medal

Czechoslovakia had to wait for 27 years (1920-1947) before claiming its fi rst gold 
at World Championships. Another long period without any gold medal lasted 
23 years (1949-1972). Conversely, the longest medal-winning streak spanned 
16 seasons, between 1968 and 1985.

Most and least wins

Czechoslovakia’s national team won nine matches at the 1972, 1976 and 1978 
World Championships and the Czech national team prevailed in eight matches 
at the World Championships in 2000, 2001, 2005 and 2011. By contrast, the 
Czechoslovak national team recorded only one win at the Olympic Games and 
World Championships in 1920 in Antwerp, in 1924 in Chamonix and in 1928 in 
St. Moritz. The Czech Republic’s national team won just one match during the 
1994 World Championships in Italy.

Most and least goals

Most goals, 85, were scored by the Czechoslovak national team during the 1947 
World Championships in Prague. On the other hand, the team scored least goals, 
just one, in 1920 in Antwerp. The Czech national team scored most goals, 46,  the 
1999 World Championships in Norway, and least goals, 17, during the 1994 World 
Championships in Italy and the 1995 World Championships in Sweden.

Highest win

Czechoslovakia’s national team recorded their highest victory at the 1957 
World Championships, beating Japan 25:1. The Czech national team registered 
their highest win against Italy in 2001 in Hannover, beating the opponent 11:0. 
In 1999 in Oslo, the Czech national team scored twelve goals against Japan to 
clinch a 12:2 victory.

Highest loss

Czechoslovakia’s national team registered their toughest loss at the 1924 World 
Championships in Chamonix, losing 0:30 to Canada. The Czech national team’s 
highest loss came at the 1999 World Championships in Oslo, where they were 
beaten 1:6 by Russia. The team conceded most goals in the Helsinki 2003 semifi -
nal against Canada, losing 4:8.

Youngest player and scorer

The youngest-ever national team player at World Championships was Milan 
Michálek in 2003 in Finland (aged 18 years, 5 months, 3 days). The youngest-ever 
national team scorer was Martin Havlát at the 2000 World Championships in 
St. Petersburg, where he also became the youngest-ever World Champion (aged 
19 years, 12 days).

Oldest-ever player and scorer

The oldest-ever national team player and scorer at World Championships was 
Jaromír Jágr in 2011 in Bratislava (aged 39 years, 3 months). At the 2010 World 
Championships he also became the oldest-ever Czech hockey player to win gold 
medal.

Most championships, longest break

Jiří Holík holds the record for most World Championship appearances (14). More-
over, he participated in all these tournaments without any single interruption 
from 1964 to 1977. The record for the longest break between two World Champi-
onship appearances – nine seasons – is held by goalie Martin Prusek (1999-2009) 
and defender Radek Martínek (2001-2011).

Best scorer

Vladimír Zábrodský scored 29 goals at the 1947 World Championships in Prague. 
As for the Czech national team, the record is held by Martin Procházka and 
Vladimír Vůjtek, each of whom scored seven goals at the 1997 World Champion-
ships.

Most productive players

Forward Václav Nedomanský scored 17 points (10 goals and 7 assists) at the 1970 
World Championships in Stockholm. At the same championships, defender Jan 
Suchý accumulated 15 points (8 goals and 7 assists).

First NHL player

In April 1982 in Finland, Philadelphia Flyers defender Miroslav Dvořák became the 
fi rst NHL player to play for the Czechoslovak national team at World Champion-
ships.

World Championships and Wimbledon

Forward Jaroslav Drobný was a member of the team than won the 1947 World 
Championships in Prague. In 1954, he won the Wimbledon singles title as an 
Egyptian citizen.

Soccer and ice hockey

In 1920, Karel Pešek-Káďa participated in the Antwerp Olympics. At the ice-hock-
ey tournament, which was simultaneously regarded as World Championships, he 
helped his team win bronze, while serving as the captain of a soccer team which 
advanced to the fi nal. Forward Vlastimil Bubník took part in nine World Champi-
onships, taking home 1 silver (1961) and 3 bronze medals (1955, 1963, 1964). He 
also claimed bronze at the 1960 European championships in France – but this 
time in soccer!
